¢ [Medium] (default setting):
This setting can be used in normal environments. This setting
provides a good balance between sound quality and dereverberation
strength.
* [High] :
Applies strong dereverberation. Select this for rooms with long
reverberation times, such as rooms with glass walls.

AGC (Auto Gain Control) is a function that automatically adjusts the
output gain in order to stabilize the audio level. It increases the volume
level of soft voices and decreases the volume of excessively loud
voices. Select the AGC strength.
